
Motorists allowed to turn when pedestrians 

are in the crosswalk. Examples: Forest 

turning to Vannah; Woodford turning to 

Forest; Forest turning to Woodfords

Long wait for ped. signal (3 

minutes); Ocean Ave. traffic 

turning right on Forest while 

pedestrians cross .

Dangerous crossing – poor sight 

distance, motorists drive too fast 

and fail to yield to pedestrians. 

Flashing beacons would help.

Forest Ave. sidewalk from 

Saunders St. to Concord 

is "at grade", feels like 

you're walking in traffic.

Sidewalk disappears on south side of 

Woodford following the train tracks 

(cars park where sidewalk would be).Poor sidewalk conditions on 

Woodford Street – excessive curb 

cuts at NAPA, uneven payment, 

tripping hazards, ADA concerns.

Long wait for pedestrian 

signal (~3 minutes) on 

Deering (also mentioned in 

Sidewalk Survey #1).
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
